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APPENDIX VII
SALIENT FEATURES OF THE BILLS

1. The Kerala University of Digital Sciences, Innovation and Technology
Bill, 2021.

The State has been investing heavily in promoting IT Industry by
establishing facilities such as Information Technology, Parks and other like
institutions. These inputs to a large extent, have promoted the growth of IT
industry in the State and enhanced the job avenues in that sector. However, most
of the IT jobs that are being generated in the State, so far, is in the service sector.
The next opportunity will be to invest in generating intellectual capital capable of
driving sustainable models of industry-academic collaborations paving way to
innovative research and entrepreneurship in broader domains of digital
technologies. This will enhance the ability of the State to generate quality
manpower in the area of emerging technologies which would become the prime
mover in the growth of industry and employment in Kerala. In order to address
this, there is a need for degree granting institutions conducive to develop high
quality manpower in defferent streams of new generation knowledge technologies.
This can be achieved only through a University which has systems to adopt to the
dynamic changes required for delivering such new age coruses.

The Hon'ble Governor in his address to the Kerala Legislative Assembly on
22nd January, 2019, indicated Government's resolve to convert Indian Institute of
Information Technology and Management Kerala (IITM-K) as a research cum
learning institution in the emerging technologies which would function as a key
knowledge centre. Subsequendy, in the budget speech on 2nd day of
February,2018, it was indicated that creation of experts in most modern
technologies to bring Information and Communication Industry of Kerala to the
forefront as the key objective of IIITM-K. In order to materialise this, Government
have resolved to upgrade the status of IIITM-K as a University having
international linkages.

Indian Institute of Information Technology and Management Kerala (IIITM-K)
was established in the year 2000 as a company under the Department of
Information Technology with the objective of developing manpower in the area of



98

Information Technology. IIITM-K during its existence over last 20 years had
developed expertise in niche areas like Cyber Security, Geo Spatial Analysis,
Block Chains and Machine Learning etc. As a Premier Institute focusing
exclusively on Post Graduate Education and Research, IIITM-K is well equipped
to lead the education and training in high end knowledge sectors of the future.

As IIITM-K does not have a legal academic status for granting degrees, its
activities are limited when compared with the other IIITs in the Country, the
Government have decided to convert it into a University by an Act of the State
Legislature. If such an Act is passed by the Kerala Legislative Assembly, the
proposed University will get statutory Power to grant degrees and conduct
academic activities in accordance with its regulations and statutes. IIITM-K Ltd.
shall be the sponsoring entity for the University.

The proposed University will be a research university highly focusing on
cutting edge digital technologies. None of the courses planned under this
University are being offered by the Kerala Technological University. Its activities
will be complementary to the activities of Kerala Technological University and
would enable graduates from Kerala Technological University to scale higher
levels of excellence in research and learning in knowledge technologies'.

2. The Kerala Employment Guarentee Workers’ Welfare Fund Bill, 2021

The Government have considered it necessary to constitute a Welfare Fund
to provide welfare benefits to the workers under the Mahatma Gandhi National
Rural Employment Guarantee Act, 2005 implemented in all panchayats of the
State and the Ayyankali Urban Employment Guarantee Scheme implemented by
the State Government in all urban areas.

Any worker who have completed eighteen years of age but below fiftyfive
years and holds an employment guarantee card by registering in gramapanchayats
in the State under the provisions of the Mahatma Gandhi National Rural
Employment Guarantee Act, 2005 or any worker who has received employment
guarantee card by registering in the Municipal Council or Municipal Corporation
in the State under the provisions of the Ayyankali Urban Employment Guarantee
Scheme is eligible to apply for membership in the fund.
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The Employment Guarantee Workers Welfare Fund intends to provide
pension to the members who have completed sixty years of age and who have paid
monthly contribution upto the age of sixty years. The Government have decided to
bring a legislation to provide financial assistance, in case of death of the
member,to provide financial assistance for the treatment of members who suffers
serious ailments to provide financial assistance and incentives to the education of
members' children and to provide financial assistance for any other purpose or any
other matter connected therewith specified in the Scheme.

3. Kerala Panchayat Raj (Ammendment) Bill, 2021

As the population of Kerala has been increased as per the Census of 2011,the
ratio between the population and numbers of seats in Panchayats to be filled by
election have increased, the number of seats in Panchayat was increased by one
each as per the Kerala Panchayat Raj (Amendment) Act, 2020 (2 of 2020) by
amending sub-section (3) of section 6 of the Kerala Panchayat Raj Act, 1994. Due
to nation wide lock down declared as a preventive measure against the spread of
COVID-19 epidemic and restrictions were in force, the delimitation process of
wards could not be completed within the stipulated time. As social distancing was
to be implemented, and the COVID-19 restrictions were in force, delimitation
process of wards could not be completed. As the above process could not be
completed in a time bound manner, and the elections to Local Self Government
Institutions were to be conducted immediately, the Government have decided to
amend sub-section (3) of section 6 of the Kerala Panchayat Raj Act, 1994
suitably, so as to maintain the number of seats of members of Panchayat in the
Village Panchayat, Block Panchayat and District Panchayat as before the
amendment by Act No. 2 of 2020.

4. The Kerala Town and Country Planning (Amendment) Bill, 2021

The Government have decided to amend the Kerala Town and Country
Planning Act, 2016 (9 of 2016) by incorporating provisions relating to spatial plan
for special area, which needs immediate planning intervention in the context of
probable disaster impact, drastic environmental vulnerability, heritage
conservation, urgent infrastructure development as directed by the Government
inorder to provide resilient infrastructure and urbanisation and to overcome the
impact of Natural Calamities and floods, following the floods, in the year 2018
and also by incorporating certain other provisions.
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5. The Kerala Municipality (Amendment) Bill, 2021

As the population of Kerala, has been increased as per Census of 2011, and
the population of many municipalities have exceeded one lakh, the ratio between
population and number of seats of the Councillors to be filled by election have
increased, the number of seats of the Municipal Councillors was increased by one
each as per the Kerala Municipality (Amendment) Act, 2020 (3 of 2020) by
amending sub-section (3) of section 6 of the Kerala Municipality Act, 1994. Due
to nation wide lock down declared as a preventive measure against the spread of
COVID-19 epidemic and restrictions were in force, delimitation process of wards
could not be completed. As social distancing was to be implemented and the
COVID-19 restrictions were in force, delimitation process of wards could not be
completed. As the above process could not be completed in a time bound manner,
and the elections to Local Self Government Institutions were to be conducted
immediately, the Government have decided to amend sub-section (3) of section 6
of the Kerala Municipality Act, 1994 suitably, so as to maintain the number of
seats of Municipal Councillors in the Municipality as before the amendment by
Act No. 3 of 2020.

6. The Kerala Coir Workers’ Welfare Fund (Amendment) Bill, 2021

As per sub-section (1) of section 4 of the Kerala Coir Workers' Welfare Fund
Act, 1987 every coir worker and self employed person shall contribute to the fund
five rupees per month and the contribution by the coir worker shall be paid
directly or through the employer. Sub-section (3) of said section provides that, the
Government shall contribute to the Fund every year an amount equal to twice the
amount contributed by the coir worker and self employed persons, by way of
grant.

In order to increase the financial resources of the Fund, it was proposedto
amend the Kerala Coir Workers' Welfare Fund Act, 1987, for enhancing the
monthly contribution payable by the coir workers and self employed persons tothe
fund from rupees five to rupees twenty. The Bill also intends to amend sub-section
(3) of section 4 of the Act to provide that the Government shall contribute to the
Fund every year an amount equal to fifty per cent of the amount contributed by
the coir workers and self employed persons, subject to a maximum of rupees ten
per capita per month.
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7. The Kerala Micro Small and Medium Enterprises Facilitation (Amendment)
Bill, 2021.

The Kerala Micro Small and Medium Enterprises Facilitation Act, 2019, is
enacted in the State so as to provide for establishment of micro, small and medium
enterprises, and to exempt such enterprises from certain approvals and inspections
required for the establishment and operation of micro, small and medium
enterprises in the State, with an object of transforming the State into an Industrial
friendly destination.

The Government have decided to bring suitable amendments to the Kerala
Micro Small and Medium Enterprises Facilitation Act, 2019 in order to
incorporate provision for the issue of various approvals and licenses required
under State enactments to the enterprises other than Micro Small and Medium
Enterprises, within seven working days from the date of filing application, as the
reduction intimelines for obtaining licenses and approvals are required to attract
investments and also to generate employments in the State and, constitute to
Investment Facilitation Bureau for the above said purpose

8. The Kerala Minerals (Vesting of Rights) Bill, 2021.

The right of the mineral wealth vest with the Government as per Travancore
Proclamation dated 14th June 1881, and Cochin proclamation of 1905. The Hon'ble
Supreme Court in Thressiamma Jacob v. Geologist, Department of Mining &
Geology and others [2013 (9) SCC 725], in relation to the ownership of rights
overthe mineral wealth in the land of the erstwhile Malabar area, held that
ownership of mineral rights follows ownership of the land, unless owner of the
land is deprived of the same by some valid process of law. As per the said
judgment, in the absence of a legislation for the aforesaid purpose, the ownership
right over the mineral wealth in the soil of the land in the erstwhile Malabar area
is vested in the owner of the property. Therefore the rights over the minerals in the
lands of the erstwhile Travancore-Cochin area vested in the State while the rights
over the minerals in the land erstwhile Malabar area vested in the owner of the
said land.

In the above circumstances, the Government have decided to bring
alegislation so as to vest the right of ownership of minerals in the soil and
sub-soil of erstwhile Malabar area in the Government, for the purpose of
implementing a uniform law with respect to the ownership of minerals in the soil
and sub soil of the land.
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9. The Kerala Toddy Industry Development Board Bill, 2021.

The Government have decided to constitute a Board called the Kerala Toddy
Industry Development Board, with an aim to promote and develope the traditional
toddy industry in the State, and also to ensure the protection of employment and
welfare of the people engaged in the employment in this sector.

The functions of the Board include initiatives for the production of value
added products from toddy, to plant high yielding toddy producing trees, to
establish toddy parlors with modern facilities in tourism centre.

For the above said purpose, the Government have decided to bring
alegislation.

10. The University Laws (Ammendment) Bill, 2021

On the basis of the budget speech 2020-21 Government have decided to start
new courses in the colleges affiliated to the Universities. The University Grants
Commission has declared Ist November as the last date for starting classes in
colleges. Under the existing provisions of the Kerala University Act, 1974 (17 of
1974), the Calicut University Act, 1975 (5 of 1975), the Mahatma Gandhi
University Act, 1985 (12 of 1985) and the Kannur University Act, 1996 (22 of
1996) and the Statutes made thereunder, starting of new courses within the time
limit stipulated was not possible. Hence it was decided to amend section 56 of the
Kerala University Act, 1974, section 56 of the Calicut University Act, 1975,
section 58 of the Mahatma Gandhi University Act, 1985 and section 61 of the
Kannur University Act, 1996.

The Sree Sankaracharya University of Sanskrit has adopted University
Grants Commission Regulations 2010 and 2018. In view of this, certain
amendments necessitated in the Sree Sankaracharya University of Sanskrit Act,
1994 (5 of 1994). Hence the Government have decided to amend section 2 of the
said Act. For constituting academic departments as the basic units of acadamic
studies of the University, it has also decided to amend section 19.

For making University Laws in conformity with the University Grants
Commission (Conferment of Autonomous Status upon Colleges and Measures for

Maintenance of Standards in Autonomous Colleges) Regulations, 2018 and on the
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basis of the recommendation of the Kerala State Higher Education Council, some
amendments are required in certain University Laws. Moreover, the Government
have decided to amend the Sree Sankaracharya University of Sanskrit Act, 1994
(5 of 1994) and the National University of Advanced Legal Studies Act, 2005 (27
of 2005) by including provision regarding the Inter University Consultative
Committee and amendment to the existing provision in respect of Appellate
Tribunal only. Hence, it was decided to amend sections 2, 5, 65, 69A, 69B,
69C,69D, 69E, 69F, 69G, 69H, 691, 69J, 69K, 69L, 69M, 69N, 690, 69P, 69Q,
69R and69S of the Kerala University Act, 1974 (17 of 1974), sections 2, 5, 65, 68
B, 68C,68D, 68E, 68F, 68G, 68H, 68I, 68J, 68K, 68L, 68M, 68N, 680, 68P,
68Q, 68R,68S and 68T of the Calicut University Act, 1975 (5 of 1975), sections 2,
5, 69, 103,104, 105, 106, 107, 108, 109, 110, 111, 112, 113, 114, 115, 116, 117, 118,
119, 120 and 121 of the Mahatma Gandhi University Act, 1985 (12 of 1985),
sections 2, 11,15 and 22A of the Sree Sankaracharya University of Sanskrit Act,
1994 (5 0f1994), sections 2, 5, 72, 74A, 74B, 74C, 74D, 74E, 74F, 74G, 74H,
741, 74], 74K,74L, 74M, 74N, 740, 74P, 74Q, 74R and 74S of the Kannur
University Act, 1996(22 of 1996) and sections 2 ,11, 16 and 25 of the National
University of Advanced Legal Studies Act, 2005 (27 of 2005).

11. The University Laws (Amendment)(No.2) Bill, 2021

Consequent to the University Grants Commission (Minimum Qualifications
for Appointment of Teachers and Other Academic Staff in Universities and
Colleges and other Measures for the Maintenance of Standards in Higher
Education) Regulations, 2018, the A.P.J. Abdul Kalam Technological University
Act, 2015 (17 of 2015) requires some amendments. Hence the Government
have decided to amend sections 2, 5, 8, 11, 13, 15, 16, 17, 23, 27, 28 and 35 of the
said Act.

12. The Kerala State Goods and Services Tax (Amendment) Bill, 2021

The Kerala State Goods and Services Tax Act, 2017 (20 of 2017) was
enacted with a view to make a provision for levy and collection of tax on intra-
State supply of goods or services or both by the State of Kerala.
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The GST Council in its 35th meeting held on 2l1st June, 2019, had
recommended various amendments in the provisions of the Central Goods and
Services Tax Act, 2017. The same were incorporated in the Finance (No. 2) Bill,
2019 and received the assent of the President on the Ist day of August, 2019.
Corresponding amendments were also required to be carried out under the
respective Goods and Service Tax Acts of the States.

The proposed Kerala State Goods and Services Tax (Amendment) Bill,2021,
inter alia, provides for the following, namely:—

(1) to amend section 22 of the principal Act so as to enhance exemption
limit from twenty lakh rupees to such amount not exceeding forty lakh rupees in
case of supplier who is engaged exclusively in the supply of goods;

(ii) to amend section 25 of the principal Act by incorporating a new
sub-section so as to provide for mandatory Aadhar submission or authentication
for persons who intend to take or have taken registration under the said Act, in
such manner as may be notified by the Government;

(iii) to incorporate a new section 31A after section 31 of theprincipal Act
to provide that supplier shall mandatorily offer facility for digital payment to
recipient;

(iv) to amend section 39 of the principal Act so as to provide for
furnishing of annual returns and for quarterly payment of tax by taxpayer who
opts for composition levy and to provide for certain other category of taxpayers,
an option for quarterly and monthly payments under the proposed new return
filing system;

(v) to amend section 44 of the principal Act so as to empower the
Commissioner to extend the time limit for furnishing the annual return;

(vi) to amend section 49 of the principal Act so as to provide facility to
the taxpayer to transfer an amount from one head to another in the electronic cash
ledger;

(vii) to amend section 50 of the principal Act, so as to provide for
charging interest only on the next cash liability, except in those cases where tax is
paid subsequent to initiation of any proceeding under section 73 or 74 of the
principal Act;
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(viii) to amend section 52 of the principal Act, so as to empower the
Commissioner to extend the due date for furnishing of monthly and annual
statement by the persons collecting tax at source;

(ix) to insert a new section, section 53A after section 53 of the principal
Act so as to provide for transfer of amount in the electronic cash ledger between
the Central and State Government as a consequence of the new facility given to
the taxpayer;

(x) to amend section 54 of the principal Act, so as to empower the Central
Government to disburse refund amount to the taxpayers in respect of refund of
State tax;

(xi) to insert a new section 101A in the principal Act, so as to provide for
the constitution of National Appellate Authority for Advance Ruling;

(xii) to amend section 103 of the principal Act so as to provide that,the
Advance Ruling pronounced by the National Appellate Authority shall be binding
on the applicants being disinct persons and all registered persons having the same
Permanent Account Number and on the concerned officers or the jurisdictional
officers in respect of the said applicants and the registered persons having the
same Permanent Account Number;

(xiii) to amend section 171 of the principal Act to insert a new sub-section
(3A) so as to empower the authority speficied under sub-section (2) thereof to
impose penalty equivalent to ten per cent of the profiteered amount.

13. The Kerala General Sales Tax (Amendment) Bill, 2021

As per schedule to the Kerala General Sales Tax Act, 1963 under Foreign
Liquor, the rate of tax of Bottled Wine, imported from outside the country and has
suffered duty under the Customs Act, 1962 is 27 per cent, Bottled Foreign Liquor
other than wine, imported from outside the country and has suffered duty under
the Customs Act, 1962 is 80 per cent, Beer not covered under sub-entry (ii) is 102
per cent, Wine not covered under sub-entry (i) is 72 per cent and Foreign Liquor
not covered under sub-entries (i), (ii), (iii) and (iv) for which purchase value
incurred is above rupees 400 per case is 212 per cent and for which purchase
value incurred is upto rupees 400 per case is 202 per cent.
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In view of the lock down imposed to prevent the spread of COVID-19
disease all revenue collections had come down sharply. A major portion of the
revenue collected were utlilized for preventing the spread of the pandemic
COVID-19 disease. Additional revenue mobilization was necessary to overcome
this situation. For getting additional revenue, it has become imperative to make an
increase in the rate of sales tax on sale of foreign liquor such as bottled wine,
bottled foreign liquor other than wine imported from outside the country, beer etc.
and to make consequential amendment in the Kerala General Sales Tax Act, 1963
(15 of 1963).

14. Kerala Fiscal Responsibility (Amendment) Bill, 2021

The Government of India have granted an additional borrowing of Rs. 1471
crore as one time dispensation in addition to the 3 per cent fiscal deficit of the
Gross State Domestic Product to the State of Kerala during the financial year
2019-2020. This additional borrowing was granted subject to the amendments in
the Kerala Fiscal Responsibility Act, 2003. In the above circumstance, the
Government have decided to make suitable amendment to the Kerala Fiscal
Responsibility Act, 2003.

15. The Kerala Co-operative Societies (Second Amendment) Bill, 2021.

As per section 14 of the Kerala Co-operative Societies Act, 1969 two third
majority of the members of the society is required for amalgamation and transfer
of assets and liabilities of two or more co-operative societies. As far as District
Co-operative Banks are concerned, as it created difficulty in complying with the
transfer of assets and liabilities, the Act was amended incorporating a new section
14A, to relax the condition of two third majority as simple majority, in the case of
merger of District Co-operative Banks along with provisions for protecting the
interests of its members, creditors and depositors, as per the Kerala Co-operative
Societies (Amendment) Act, 2019 (Act 1 of 2019). In pursuance to the provisions
of the said Act, out of 14 District Co-operative Banks, 13 have passed resolution in
favour of amalgamation with the Kerala State Co-operative Bank,but one District
Co-operative Bank, i.e., Malappuram District Co-operative Bank has not passed
the resolution and not adopted the scheme of amalgamation as suggested by the

Registrar.
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The spirit behind the amalgamation of District Co-operative Banks with the
State Co-operative Bank is that, on the existence of two higher tiers viz., KSCB at
apex level and DCBs at middle level adds to the cost on interest without offering
any significant benefit to the lowest tier, viz., Primary Agricultural Co-operative
Societies (PACs). De-layering of one tier will help in unlocking these funds which
can be put to more productive uses.

As per the provisions of the Kerala Co-operative Societies (Amendment)Act,
2019 (1 of 2019) the District Co-operative Banks will cease to exist, and the
members of the said banks i.e., primary co-operative societies will become the
members of the Kerala State Co-operative Bank. There is no provision in the
Kerala Co-operative Societies Act, 1969 or any other law to control and regulate
the functioning of the District Co-operative Bank which has not adopted the
scheme of amalgamation. Moreover, the majority of the funds of the DCBs are the
contributions of PACs and PACs became the members of the SCB. Since the
DCBs have no existence, if the PACs withdraw their deposits from DCB, then the
existence of DCB itself also will be under challenge.

In the above circumstance, Government have decided to merge the District
Co-operative Bank which has not passed resolution in favour of amalgamation,
with the Kerala State Co-operative Bank by adopting a reasonable method by
providing opportunities to its members, depositors and creditors, by an order of
the Registrar in consultation with the Reserve Bank of India.

16. The Kerala Devaswom Recruitment Board (Amendment) Bill, 2021

Sub-section (6) of section 5 of the Kerala Devaswom Recruitment Board
Act, 2005 provides that a person once appointed as Chairperson or Member is not
eligible for re-appointment.

The Government have decided to give re-appointment to the persons
appointed as Chairperson or Members of the Kerala Devaswom Recruitment
Board and also to provide that such person shall not be eligible for appointment
for more than two terms. Thus the Government have decided to amend sub-section
(6) of section 5 of the Kerala Devaswom Recruitment Board Act, 2005 suitably
for the said purpose.
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17. The Kerala Fish Auctioining, Marketing, Maintenance of Quality Bill, 2021

As there are no regulations for fish auctioning in fish landing centres, fishing
harbours and fish market, auctioneers are collecting huge amount as commission
from fishermen. Often it creates law and order issues. Hence, in order to avoid
this, it is necessary to regulate fish auctioning and related activities.

The existing arrangements for the operation and maintenance of fish landing
centres, harbours and markets are not sufficient. Hence it is necessary to make
arrangements for a well settled and well equipped management system.

The quality of fish has to be scientifically preserved, right from catching of
fish till it reaches the hands of the consumers. It is necessary to make
arrangements for ensuring the quality of fish in well settled, hygienic and efficient
manner.

Necessary arrangements should be made to ensure fair price to the fishermen
and to conduct its marketing in a hygienic environment, condition and manner.

The Government have decided to make a legislation to regulate fish
auctioning and marketing and to promote systematic, hygienic and efficient fish
auctioning and allied matters.

18. The Kerala University of Fisheries and Ocean Studies (Amendment) Bill, 2021

The Kerala University of Fisheries and Ocean Studies was formed as a result
of the trifurcation of the Kerala Agriculture University. The provisions in the
existing Kerala University of Fisheries and Ocean Studies Act is not in conformity
with the Indian Council of Agricultural Research (ICAR) model Act. This has led
to withheld of affiliation of the fisheries courses of the University by the
ICAR.The accreditation was restored by the ICAR after the University gave
assurance that the Act will be suitably amended in the lines of the ICAR model
Act. The existing pattern of various schools and school Director has to be replaced
with faculty and Dean. Extension is one of the most important activities of the
University but the present Act is not having an Extension Council as in the ICAR
Model Act. Recognition of courses can be retained only by incorporating these
changes also in the existing Act. Therefore, the Government decided to amend the
Kerala University of Fisheries and Ocean Studies Act, 2010 for bringing such
necessary amendments.
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19. The Kerala Marine Fishing Regulation (Amendment) Bill, 2021

The Kerala Marine Fishing Regulation Act, 1980 was enacted to regulate the
fishing vessels in the sea along the coastline of the State. This Act was amended
earlier in 2017 enhancing the rate of fine for the violation of the provisions of the
Act. But fishermen community requested Government to reduce the rate of fine so
enhanced. Considering their request to reduce the enhanced rate of fine, the State
Government have decided to amend section 17 of the Act.

Government also decided to regulate the fishermen in the fishing vessels.
Fishermen as defined in the Kerala Fishermen Welfare Societies Act, 1980 and
labourers having valid identity card alone are allowed in the fishing vessels. For
this a new section is to be inserted as section 5 in the principal Act and the
existing section 5 is to be renumbered as section 4A. Penalty is also provided for
the violation of this section as per the new section 17 (4a). Government have
noticed that fishing vessels are used for purposes other than fishing including
criminal activities. Therefore, Government decided to amend the Act by inserting
new section 5A, to regulate the use of fishing vessels for purposes other than
fishing and for imposing fine for use of vessels in violation of such provisions.

20. The Kerala Inland Fisheries and Aquaculture (Amendment) Bill, 2021

In order to conserve the endangered fish varieties in the inland fisheries
sector, it is necessary to ensure their protection during breeding season, to
determine the minimum size of the fish to be caught and to compensate depletion
in the stocks of inland fish by adopting scientific methods for the sustainable
livelihood of the fishermen.

In order to achieve self sufficiency in fish production by adopting innovative
farming methods such as biofloc farming, cage farming, aquaponics, recycle
farming, high density fish farming in tanks and by using highly productive exotic
fishes such as Nile Tilapia, Wanami shrimp, Pangasius, the need for scientifically
regulating the aquaculture activities has also become necessary.

The constitution and functioning of the Local Fisheries Management
Councils for conserving fish by including representatives of fishermen also and for
aquaculture development activities, aquaculture development agency at district
level needs to be promoted.
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It is also necessary to regulate the healthcare and disease control measures in
fishes in the backdrop of adopting of high density aquaculture.

The Government has decided to reconstitute the existing State Fisheries
Management Advisory Committee for ensuring the sustainable development,
protection and conservation of inland fisheries scientifically, for responsible
implementation of aquaculture development and for ensuring protection of
livelihood of fishermen in the State. The Government have also decided to make
necessary amendments to the Kerala Inland Fisheries and Aquaculture Act, 2010
to implement the above objectives.

21 The Kerala Education (Amendment) Bill, 2021

Government have constituted a Committee under the Chairmanship of Prof.
(Dr.) M. A. Khader to conduct a comprehensive study regarding changes to be
brought in the school education system in the State in the light of the Right of
Children to Free and Compulsory Education Act, 2009 (Central Act 35 of
2009).The Government had accepted the recommendations of the said Committee
inprinciple and issued G.O. (Ms.) No. 53/2019/G.Edn. dated 31st May, 2019 to
implement the recommendations of the said Committee. In order to give statutory
effect to the said order, consequential amendments are to be made in the Kerala
Education Act, 1958 (6 of 1959). Hence, the Government have decided to amend
sub-sections (1) and (2) of section 4, sub-section (1) of section 9, clauses (g) and
(h) of section 17, clause (iv) of section 22 and section 34 of the Kerala Education
Act, 1958 (6 of 1959).

22. The Kerala Cashew Worker's Relief and Welfare (Amendment) Bill, 2021

Sub-section (1) of section 5 of the Kerala Cashew Workers' Relief and
Welfare Fund Act, 1979 (19 of 1984) provides that the contribution which shall be
paid by an employer to the Fund shall be at the rate of one rupee for each
employee for each day of work done by him in the Cashew factory. Sub-section
(2) of section 5 provides that the contribution which shall be paid by an employee
shall be at the rate of one rupee for every day of work done by him in the Cashew
factory. Sub-section (3A) of section 5 provides that the Government shall
contribute to the Fund every year by way of grant an amount equal to the amount
of contribution paid by employees under sub-section (2).
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At present the income of the Cashew Workers' Welfare Fund is too
insufficient to disburse the benefits of cashew workers and also for meeting its
administrative expenses. Hence on the recommendation of the Cashew Workers
Welfare Fund Board, the Government have decided to enhance the contribution
paid by each employer to the Fund to two rupees for each employee for each day
of work done by him in the Cashew Factory and also decided to enhance the
contribution paid by an employee to two rupees for every day of work done by
him in the Cashew factory and further it is decided to limit the Government
contribution to half of the amount of employees contribution and decided to
amend sub-sections (1), (2) and (3A) of section 5 of the Kerala Cashew Workers'
Relief and Welfare Fund Act, 1979, suitably.

23. The Kerala Agricultural Workers’ (Amendment) Bill, 2021

Sub-section (1) of section 9 of the Kerala Agricultural Workers' Act, 1974
provides that every land owner holding more than forty ares in extent of
agricultural land shall pay contribution to the fund at the rate of twenty-five paise
per are per annum for the land held by him in excess of forty ares or part thereof
inthe manner prescribed. Sub-section (2) of section 9 of the said Act provides that
every registered agricultural worker shall pay contribution to the Fund at the rate
of five rupees per mensem. Sub-section (4) of section 9 of the said Act provides
that the Government shall contribute to the Fund every year, by way of grant, an
amount equal to that of the contribution paid by registered agricultural workers in
every financial year.

The income of the fund is too insufficient to pay the welfare benefits to the
workers under the Scheme. Moreover considering the benefits that are being
extended to the agricultural workers, the present rate of land owners' contribution
and agricultural workers' contribution have to be enhanced to meet the various
welfare benefits to be given to them as per the provisions of the Scheme. Further
it was also decided to enhance the contribution by way of Grant by the
Government. Hence, it is found necessary that the relevant provisions in the Act
has to be amended suitably so as to increase the land owners' contribution and
agricultural workers' contribution payable to the Fund. Therefore, the Government
have decided to amend the said Act suitably.
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24. The Kerala Labour Welfare Fund (Amendment) Bill, 2021

Sub-section (1) of section 15 of the Kerala Labour Welfare Fund Act, 1975
provides that every employee shall contribute four rupee per half year to the Fund
and every employer shall in respect of each such employee contribute eight rupees
per half year to the Fund.

As the income of the Fund is too insufficient, in order to enhance the
financial resource of the Board, the Government have decided to enhance the
contribution paid by the employee to forty five rupees, from four rupees and
contribution paid by the employer from eight rupees to forty five rupees. Hence it
was decided to bring suitable amendment to the Act.

25. The Kerala Tailoring Workers’ Welfare Fund (Amendment) Bill, 2021

Sub-section (1) of section 7 of the Kerala Tailoring Workers' Welfare Fund
Act, 1994 (16 of 1994) provides that every tailoring worker and every self
employed person shall pay twenty rupees per month and every employer, on the
basis of the number of tailoring workers engaged by him,shall pay five rupees per
worker per month respectively as contribution.Provided that in the establishments
where more than hundred workers are working, it is sufficient for the employer to
pay to the Fund, three rupees each, per worker exceeding hundred, per month. As
per sub-section (2) of the said section, every employer shall along with the
amount of monthly contribution in respect of each tailoring worker engaged by
him, pay to the Fund the amount including the workers contribution.

As the income of the Kerala Tailoring Workers' Welfare Fund was too
insufficient to disburse the tailoring worker's benefits and also for meeting its
administrative expenses, the Government have decided to enhance the contribution
paid by each tailoring worker and self employed person from twenty rupees to
fifty rupees and contribution paid by each employer in respect of each tailoring
worker engaged by him from five rupees to twenty five rupees and also decided to
amend the Act suitably for the said purpose.

26. The Kerala Medical Practitioners Bill, 2021

The Law Reform Committee and the Law Reform Commission
recommended the Government to unify the Travancore-Cochin Medical
Practitioners Act, 1953 and the Madras Medical Registration Act, 1914, which is
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applicable to the Malabar region, to enact a law which is applicable to the whole
State. The Government have examined the said recommendation, and the
Government have decided to enact a legislation for the registration of practitioners
in the field of Modern Medicine, Indian Systems of Medicine and Homoeopathic
Medicine in the State and to regulate the qualifications required for such
registration by unifying the Travancore-Cochin Medical Practitioners Act, 1953
and the Madras Medical Registration Act, 1914 applicable to the Malabar region.

27. The Kerala Clinical Establishments (Registration and Regulation) Amendment
Bill, 2021

As per section 18 in chapter 4 of the Kerala Clinical Establishments
(Registration and Regulation) Act, 2018 (2 of 2018), validity of the provisional
registration is for two years from the date of issuance of the certificate of
registration. As per sub-section (2) of section 19 every clinical establishment
having provisional registration shall apply for permanent registration sixty days
prior to the date of expiry of the provisional registration.

Due to COVID-19 pandemic, the Government have decided to extend the
period of provisional registration of the clinical establishments under the Kerala
Clinical Establishments (Registration and Regulation) Act, 2018 for one more
year. For the said purpose, the Government have decided to amend the word
“two” as “three” in section 18 of the Kerala Clinical Establishments (Registration
and Regulation) Act, 2018.

28. The Kerala Public Service Commission (Additional Functions as respects the
services under the Waqtf Board) Bill, 2021

Sub-section (2) of section 24 of the Waqf Act, 1995 (Central Act 43 of
1995) provides that the appointment of officers and employees of the Waqf Board
and their term of office shall be such as may be provided by regulations. Section
110 of the Waqf Act, 1995 provides that the Board may, with the previous sanction
of the State Government make regulations not inconsistent with this Act or the
rules made thereunder for carrying out its functions under this Act. As per
sub-regulation(2) of regulation 5(1) of the Kerala State Waqf Board Regulations,
2016, all appointments of officers and employees in the Administrative Service of
the Board for which direct recruitment is resorted to shall be made from a select
list of candidates belonging to Muslim religion furnished by the Kerala Public
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Service Commission. Hence, the Government have decided to bring a legislation
in order to make all appointments of officers and employees in the Administrative
Service of the Waqf Board through Kerala Public Service Commission.

29. The Kerala Bamboo, Kattuvalli and Pandanus Leaf Workers' Welfare Fund
(Amendment) Bill, 2021

Sub-section (1) of section 4 of the Kerala Bamboo, Kattuvalli and Pandanus
Leaf Workers’ Welfare Fund Act, 1998 (17 of 1998) provides that every bamboo,
kattuvalli and pandanus leaf worker shall contribute to the fund seven rupees per
month. Sub-section (2) of section 4 of the said Act provides that every employer
and every producer of bamboo products or kattuvalli products or pandanus leaf
products shall, in respect of each bamboo or kattuvalli or pandanus leaf worker,
contribute the Fund seven rupees per month. Sub-section (3) of section 4 of the
said Act provides that every employed person shall contribute to the Fund seven
rupees each per month. Sub-section (4) of section 4 of the said Act provides that
the Government shall contribute to the Fund every year an amount equal to the
amount contributed by the bamboo workers, kattuvalli workers and pandanus leaf
workers and self employed persons, by way of grant.

At present the income of the Kerala Bamboo, Kattuvalli and Pandanus Leaf
Workers’ Welfare Fund is too insufficient to disburse the benefits of the
Bamboo, kattuvalli, Pandanus leaf workers and for meeting its administrative
expenses. Hence on the recommendation of the Kerala Bamboo, Kattuvalli and
Pandanus Leaf Workers’ Welfare Fund, the Government had decided to enhance
the contribution paid by each Bamboo, Kattuvalli and Pandanus leaf worker, the
contribution paid by the employer and every producer and contribution paid by the
self employed person to Fifteen rupees and to fix the Government contribution at
seventy five percentage of the amount contributed by the bamboo workers,
kattuvalli workers and pandanus leaf workers and self employed persons by way
of grant by amending sub-sections (1) to (4) of section 4 of the Kerala Bamboo,
Kattuvalli and Pandanus Leaf Workers’ Welfare Fund Act, 1998 (17 of 1998).

30. The Kerala Shops and Commercial Establishments Workers’ Welfare Fund
(Amendment) Bill, 2021

Sub-section (1) of the section 4 of the the Kerala Shops and Commercial
Establishments Workers’ Welfare Fund Act 2006 (24 of 2006) provides that
every member shall contribute to the fund rupees fifty per month. Sub-section (2)
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of the said section provides that every employer shall contribute to the fund, fifty
rupees per month, in respect of each worker employed by him. Sub-section (3) of
the said section provides that a self employed person shall pay rupees twenty
every month in addition to the contribution to the Fund as per sub-section (1),
Sub-section (4) of the said section provides that the Government shall contribute
to the Fund by way of grant, an amount of rupees five per month paid by each
member under sub-section (1). Sub-section (6) provides that the Government may,
by notification in the Gazette, revise the rate of contribution specified in sub-
section (1) and (2) and the rate of grant specified in sub-section (4), once in every
three years taking into account the expenses required for the implementation of the

scheme.

As per sub-section (6) of the said section, Goverment is empowered to revise
the rate of contribution paid by each member, employer, and the Government
contribution under sub-section (1), (2) and (4) by notification in the official
Gazette. As per the existing provisions of the Act, additional contribution paid by
the self employed persons under sub-section (4) cannot be revised by notification
published in the Official Gazette.

In order to empower the Government to revise the additional contribution
paid by the self employed persons by notification in the Official Gazette, the
Government have decided to make suitable amendment in sub-section (6) of
section 4 of the Kerala Shops and Commercial Establishments Workers’
Welfare Fund Act, 2006 (24 of 2006).

31. The Kerala Small Plantation Workers’ Weltare Fund (Amendment) Bill, 2021

Sub-section (1) of section 5 of the Kerala Small Plantation Workers’
Welfare Fund Act, 2008 provides that every plantation worker shall contribute,
for every half year, one hundred and twenty rupees each to the Fund. Sub-section
(2) of section 5 provides that every employer shall contribute to the Fund, every
half year, an amount of one hundred and twenty rupees equal to the contribution
of the worker to the Fund. Sub-section (3) of section (5) provides that every self
employed member shall contribute for every half year two hundred and forty
rupees each to the Welfare Fund.
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As the income of the Kerala Small Plantation Workers’ Welfare Fund
Board was too insufficient to distribute the benefits of the Small Plantation
Workers and also for meeting administrative expenses. The Government have
decided to enhance, the contribution to be paid to the fund every half year by each
plantation worker and employer, to one hundred and eighty rupees and
contribution to be paid by a self employed member to the fund every half year to
three hundred and sixty rupees, and decided to make suitable amendments in sub-
section (1) to (3) of Section 5 of the Kerala Small Plantation Workers’ Welfare
Fund Act, 2008.

32. The Kerala Shops and Commercial Establishments (Amendment) Bill, 2021

Sub-section (1) of section 5A of the Kerala Shops and Commercial
Establishments Act, 1960 (34 of 1960) provides that the employer of every
establishments shall make an application to such authority as the Government
may, by notification in the Gazette, specify in this behalf in such form and on
payment of such fees as may be prescribed, for a registration certificate in respect
of that establishment.

Sub-section (6) of section 5A provides that an application for the renewal of
a registration certificate granted under this Act shall be made atleast thirty days
before the expiry of the period thereof, on payment of such fees as may be
prescribed, and where such an application has been made, the registration
certificate shall be deemed to continue notwithstanding the expiry of the period
thereof, until the renewal of the registration certificate or, as the case may be,
rejection of the application for the renewal thereof. Sub-section (7) of section 5A
provides that the competent authority shall not grant or renew a registration
certificate unless it is satisfied that the provisions of this Act and the rules made
thereunder have been substantially complied with. Sub-section (8) of section 5 A
provides that the competent authority may, after giving the holder of a registration
certificate granted or renewed under this Act, an opportunity of being heard, by
order cancel or suspend the registration certificate if it appears to it that such
registration certificate has been obtained by mis-representation or fraud or that the
employer has contravened or failed to comply with any of the provisions of this
Act or the rules made thereunder.
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As part of the State Level Reforms in connection with the Ease of doing
business it has been decided to introduce auto-renewal of registration in the Kerala
Shops and Commercial Establishments Act, 1960, on payment of prescribed fee

and it was also decided to introduce online registration of establishments.

For the above purpose, the Government have decided to amend section 2,
sub-sections (1), (6) and (8) of section 5A and also decided to omit sub-section (7)
of section 5A of the Kerala Shops and Commercial Establishments Act, 1960.

33. The Kerala Headload Workers’ (Amendment) Bill, 2021

Sub-section (1) of section 7 of the Kerala Headload Workers Act, 1978(20 of
1980) provides that no headload worker shall be required to carry on hishead or
person at a time any article or articles weighing more than seventy five kilograms.

As per the International Labour Organisation Maximum Weight Convention
No. 127, no worker shall be required or permitted to engage in the manual
transport of a load which by reason of its weight is likely to jeoparadize his health
and safety and the International Labour Organisation Maximum Weight
Recommendation No. 128 provides that the maximum permissible weight to
becarried by an adult worker shall not be more than fifty five Kilograms. In the
case of women and adolescent workers the maximum permissible weight shall

substantially be reduced.

In order to give effect to the recommendation of International Labour
Organisation Convention, Government have decided to bring an amendment
insection 7 of the Kerala Headload Workers Act, 1978 by reducing the maximum
permissible weight to be carried by an adult worker from seventy five kilograms
to fifty five kilograms. It is also decided to insert a new sub-section in section 7 of
the said Act so as to fix the maximum permissible weight to be carried by women
and adolescent headload worker as thirty five kilograms. Further, the Government
have decided to amend section 43 of the Act, so as to empower the Government to
make rules retrospectively also. It is also decided to empower the Government to
make rules with respect to the terms and conditions of service of officers and

employees of the Board including their retirement benefits.
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34. The Kerala Self Financing College Teaching and Non-Teaching Employees
(Appointment and Conditions of Service) Bill, 2021

The Kerala State Higher Education Council had recommended to make a law
for the method of appointment and conditions of service of teaching and
non-teaching employees of the self financing colleges affiliated to various
Universities in the State. The Government have examined the recommendation of

the Council in detail and decided to enact a law for the said purpose.

The Bill provides for the manner to be followed in making appointment of
teaching and non-teaching employees of self financing colleges, agreement with
the educational agency, the registration of teaching and non-teaching employees to
the University in which self financing college is affiliated to by the educational
agency, various bodies to be constituted in the self financing college and other

provisions connected there with.
35. The Kerala Appropriation (No.4) Bill, 2021

The Bill is introduced in persuance of clause (1) of Article 201 of the
Constitution of India read with Article 205 thereof, to authorize payment and
appropriation certain further sums from and out of the Consolidated Fund of the
State of Kerala required to meet the supplementary expenditure charged on the
Consolidated Fund of the State of Kerala and the grants made by the Legislative
Assembly for the expenditure of the Government of Kerala for the Financial year

2021-2022.
